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720 Program Overview
What is 720?
· “720” is the total number of days an MCPS student spends in high school.
· The purpose is to make navigating life after high school for students easier by showing them how they can maximize their 720 days in high school.
· Three topics to discuss:
· Transcripts
· Online Identity
· Financial Literacy
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	Why do you talk about these topics at 720?
· Transcripts:  The transcript is a reflection of your work ethic in the classroom and shows people your ability to improve over time.  It’s important to share with students that how they perform academically in ninth grade shows up on the transcripts they send to colleges, AND it can be improved while you’re in high school.  This is a great time to share the sample transcript with them.  Also, a personal story about how you may have struggled but overcame academic difficulties would help to personalize the presentation.
· Online Identity:  Using social media sites like Facebook and Twitter are second nature to students today.  It’s important that they know that their online identities are available for ALL to see.  Many college and job recruiters look at online identities of candidates, and this can impact their futures.  Social media and networking sites are fantastic ways to gain access to information and show an interest in a particular subject or topic, but it’s important for students to be smart about how they behave online.   
· Financial Literacy:  Many students don’t realize the importance of having good credit or coming up with a budget.  Use the handout provided by MCBRE to talk about their futures and to get students talking about what they want to do as careers and how they can best prepare and position themselves for success.  This is a great opportunity to include personal reflections on this subject and how they can learn from your experiences.
  
What do I need to know for the day of my presentation? 
1. Dress in business formal or business casual attire.  
2. Bring enough copies of all handouts provided in this email.  You will need roughly 35 for each class you are presenting to.  I will let you know how many students will be in each class you are presenting to as the date nears.  Student surveys will be available in each classroom for you to distribute at the end of your session 
3. Arrive 10 - 15 minutes prior to your scheduled speaking time and check in at the school’s main office. If an emergency arises that prevents your attendance, please contact Michiko Marron immediately on her cell 714-785-1177. Once you’ve signed in, you will be directed to your classroom by main office staff.  
4. Assuming you have a few minutes before your scheduled presentation time, please introduce yourself to the teacher.  Please note that the teacher has been instructed to stay in the classroom throughout your presentation.
5. Write your name and “720” on the board as soon as you arrive.
6. When you enter the classroom ask two or three student to pass the handouts out to their classmates.  Also, students will respond better to something their peers hand out instead of an adult. 
7. Remember to distribute and collect student surveys at the end of your presentation.  Students will need about 5 minutes to complete them.  Please return the completed student surveys to Michiko Marron in the hospitality room after your last presentation.
